Science and Social Studies—

Science: We will start our first science unit on weather this month. Students will investigate, evaluate and communicate weather data
to identify weather patterns. Students will be able to identify and describe different types of weather. We will learn how to identify
different forms of precipitation such as rain, snow, sleet and hailstones as either solid or liquid. Students will observe and measure cur-

rent weather conditions with simple weather instruments (thermometer, wind vane, rain gauge) and record weather data.

Social Studies: We are just finishing up our “Our Earth, Our Home”. We discussed and located all of the seven continents and their
geographical location. Students learned the names of the oceans and their interconnectivity to each other. Students used globes and maps
to further expand their knowledge of the Earth. The focus of our learning then shifted to the understanding of our country— The United

States of America, our state— Georgia and the various geographical features of our country.

Students will learn about Johnny Appleseed as we celebrate his birthday this month.
